Gearing Up: Installations and Preparations

The new thermal imaging camera that was a gift to us
from Baylake Baptist Church, Groveland, Florida, has now
been installed. The wiring remains to be done once addi-
tional cabling and connectors arrive from the supplier. This
camera is a tremendous aid to nighttime and low visibility
navigation situations. | have often stood at the wheel pick-
ing our way through tight spaces and around small, unlight-
ed fishing boats, nets and such and have always feared run-
ning over them with the ship. That’s cause for a lot of pray-
er. While we now have an enhanced visibility tool, there will
always remain the need for prayer and The Lord’s blessing
as we’re underway. Thank you Baylake Baptist Church!

The first two months of the year have been so ex-
citing for a variety of reasons, not the least of which is
the addition of this new crane, now installed and func-
tioning. The Liftmoore 4000X is a two-ton capacity
crane that we have mounted now on the starboard,
amid ship section. It gives us the ability to lift much
heavier things onto and off the ship during our mis-
sionary/humanitarian efforts. It will also allow us to
lift the EAGLE ATVC onto the ship and deploy it again
in remote places. We thank all of you who had a part
in purchasing and delivering this crane. It is the second
of two cranes that now make the ship so versatile.
Many thanks again, go to my amigo, Billy Driggers for
his effort in making this possible.

Two things are noted in this photo: First, it’s the new
rubber inflatable boat which we have now finished
and pressed into service. And the other is the new
crane, lifting it from the water. We built a center con-

sole for the boat with steering, gear/throttle control

and an electric starter on a new Yamaha 30hp out-
board. This little boat is well equipped now and is fast,
getting us to where we need to be in a hurry! The
months ahead will prove its merit when we are once
again able to sail and head out toward Indonesia, our
next area of concern in the missionary work. We hope
to be working from the Port of Sorong, Indonesia by
the later part of this year. Presently, we continue
working here in Micronesia and pray for the future.

As long as we are remanded to our home port, we will car-
ry on with our ministry in this local area. Just last Sunday, we
welcomed to our services, a couple from Namibia who have
become friends during these lockdown months.

These ma-
chines were recently sent to us from
Lone Oak Baptist Church in Plant City,
Florida.

“The Lagoon at Helen’s Reef”
